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The ocean – dynamic, powerful and vast – the dean must be willing to be there; walking with
and leading others into the movements of change. The dunes - stable, protective and slow – the
dean must be a stable and sustaining presence, standing strong with others in the midst of
storms. Or perhaps the dean must be the bridge, creating the pathway between energies of
stability and change; walking purposefully back and forth between the two and inviting others
to walk along.
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
